With the warm weather season upon us, we need to remember the HOA Rules and Regulations that are designed to keep Summit Park a beautiful and safe place to live.  Here are a few important ones: 


-BBQing is allowed only in the two designated BBQ areas.  No BBQing of any kind on patios and balconies!  This is for everyone’s safety!  


-Bicycles, strollers, wagons, riding toys must all be stored in the condo unit, garage or storage closet.  These items are not to be visible if kept on the balcony or patio.


-All dog and cat litter must be picked up and disposed of immediately.


-Garbage and refuse cannot be placed outside the Condo Unit by the door.  Please keep your entryways clean and clutter free.


-Cigarette butts must be disposed of properly and not thrown on the property.  They are a fire hazard and unsightly to all residents!


-Report all trespassers, unauthorized trash disposal, suspicious activity, etc. to the local police.

 Each of these maintenance projects was completed in a timely and efficient manner because of your willingness to change your parking routines and allowing access to your property.  


Thank you for helping keep Summit Park well maintained and a beautiful place to live!
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The HOA Board has an aggressive list of major projects for this spring and summer season. All residents are encouraged  to provide input to make Summit Park the best place to live in Flagstaff!  


- Buildings 7 & 8 were painted in April.


-Rotten, deteriorated facia wood was replaced throughout the complex in May.


-The parking lot was completely re-sealed and striped in May. 


-New sprinkler heads were installed in all the water heater closets in June to ensure fire safety  compliance and reduce the occurrence of flooding events in the closets.


-Deteriorated sidewalks and curbing are scheduled to be replaced in late June or early July. 


-Broken stairway steps have been replaced and stairway crossbar supports painted.


-Expanded Building Insurance Coverage has been recommended by the Board, to be voted on this summer. 


-Landscaping under the stairways and improving existing deficient landscape areas is ongoing throughout the summer. 


-Updated Rules and Regulations were mailed to all Owners.


-A proposal to provide access to satellite TV services is being evaluated.

Year to date financial results through May were reviewed at the last Board meeting.  Visit our website to view detailed reports.


In summary, through May, the HOA is on budget for total operating revenues and expenditures and is expected to be within budget for the year 2012.  This is, of course, subject to any unforeseen events like major snow removal costs this coming winter or additional large expenditures.  


The Board has been closely monitoring assessment receipts because of rising uncollectible assessments.  Necessary legal steps have been taken to collect past due assessments to minimize the impact on the HOA, and the Board will continue its efforts to collect all assessments.


The Reserve Budget, which is for capital expenditures, is on target for this year, but is projected to have a significant shortfall in funds for roof replacements, which are expected to start in 2020.  Roofing estimates are now expected to be $50,000 per Condo Building, $5,000 per Garage Building and $3,000 for Trash Buildings.   As a result, the Board has implemented a 4 year plan of gradually increasing assessments for the Capital Reserve account.

A Reminder about Summer!
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  For 2012 the Capital Reserve Assessment is $20 per month.  


The Capital Reserve Assessments are scheduled to be $30 per month in 2013, $40 per month in 2014 and $45 per month in 2015.


Collecting these additional funds, following this 4 year plan, will provide the resources to re-roof all of our buildings without requiring special assessments of $1,200 to $1,600 per year for 4 years starting in 2020.  


The Board will monitor this plan each year to ensure that only the necessary funds are collected to meet our expected requirements.
