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With the cold weather season upon us, it is important to maintain adequate heat in your condo unit and the water heater closet at all times.  Frozen and cracked water lines result in repair costs that can reach $30,000!  Failure to maintain adequate heat may result in you being financially responsible for damage to your unit and other damaged units.  Some precautions you should take:


-Keep your unit thermostat at 55 degrees or higher.


-Regularly test your water closet heater to confirm it is working and the closet is warm.


-Open cupboard doors and closet doors that are exposed to exterior walls.


-Inform tenants of these requirements.


-If unoccupied, provide a spare key to a neighbor or to the property manager for emergency access.


With these precautions we can enjoy a wonderful winter at Summit Park!








 


The same holds true for  furniture or decorations in entryways and stairwells, along with exterior walls on decks.

The Annual Meeting of Homeowners was held at the Flagstaff Aquaplex, Saturday, Oct.19th  at 9:00 am.  President Randy Wensman reviewed the significant activities for the year which included:


- Buildings 9,10 and11 were painted in April.


-Deteriorated concrete was replaced and the parking lot was crack-sealed for winter.


-Large quantities of wood chip mulch was spread, gravel was placed under stairways to create a uniform look that can be  better maintained.  New flower barrels with plantings were placed at all entrances to beautify the property and large boulders were placed to enhance the look of the property.  Thanks to Teresa Vail and Gretchen Burgess for all their dedication and hard work!  


-Fire sprinkler repairs were completed replacing 20 pressure gauges, 2 main drain valves and antifreeze recharged in 5 buildings


-Fencing on the south side of the property is being installed to improve safety and security for all residents. 


-The members voted to approve the amended and restated CC&Rs, Bylaws and Articles of Incorporation.  They are available on our website:

-A long term Reserve study was completed by Capital Reserve Analysts, and is available on our website for your review.


 -The Board re-instituted the transfer fee on the sale of condo units.  The fee is 16% of the annual assessment for a condo  unit.  The fee this year is $350 and next year is $360. 


-The Board adopted a formal, written CCR Enforcement policy to ensure that all owners are treated uniformly.


-The Board concluded a settlement with Fannie Mae and two delinquent owners resulting in $14,000 in collections for the HOA.  Two more actions are being pursued through all legal means available to the Board.


 -Board Members were elected for 2014: Teresa Vail, Nancy Hornewer and Randy Wensman.  Bob Woodwell and Ken Lamb continue to serve their staggered terms next year, 


- Officers for 2014 are Randy Wensman, President; Nancy Hornewer, Vice President; Teresa Vail, Secretary; Bob Woodwell, Treasurer.


The HOA Association wants to thank Karen Feess for her work on the HOA Board for the past several years!  Her support has helped Summit Park remain a beautiful place to live.

Year to date financial results through September were reviewed at the Annual Meeting.  Detailed Operating and Reserve Budget Reports are available on our website.  


In summary, through September, the HOA is under budget for total operating expenditures and is expected to be within budget for the year 2013.  This is, of course, subject to any unforeseen events like major snow removal costs or major property repair needs that exceed already budgeted amounts.  


The Board has been closely monitoring assessment receipts because of rising uncollectible assessments.  


Necessary legal steps are in process to collect past due assessments to minimize the impact on the HOA. The Board is continuing its actions to collect all assessments.





The Reserve Budget, which is for capital expenditures, is on target for this year.  


The Board approved the third year of our four year plan to increase our Reserve funds for replacing and repairing major assets e.g. roofs, parking lot, fire sprinkler systems, landscape water lines.
